CFG also requests that, if the FRB or the Federal Reserve Bank of Boston should make a
preliminary determination not to comply with the foregoing requests for confidential treatment,
CFG be given notice thereof in ample time to permit it to make an appropriate submission as to
why such information should be preserved in confidence. If the Confidential Materials or any of
such memoranda, notes or writings are the subject of a Freedom of Information Act request or a
request or demand for disclosure by any governmental agency, Congressional office or
committee, court or grand jury, CFG requests, pursuant to the FRB's regulations, that you notify
CFG prior to making such disclosure. CFG further asks that it be furnished with a copy of all
written materials pertaining to such request (including but not limited to the request itself and
any determination with respect to such request) and that CFG be given sufficient advance notice
of any intended release so that it may, if deemed necessary or appropriate, pursue any available
remedies.
